There was much business to
be conducted at the conference.
Resolutions from various committees,
who had worked diligently to prepare
them, had to be voted on. Constitu-
tional amendments proposed by the
2008 General Conference were voted
on as well. Every conference must
vote on those and the aggregate vote
will determine whether they pass or
fail. Changes based on these votes
will appear in the next Book of Disci-
pline, which is revised every four
years.

The proposed 2010 budget for
the North Georgia Conference was
amended by the Committee on Fi-
nance and Administration to reflect
the reality of receiving less than 100%
apportionments. (The Gainesville Dis-
trict is the only one in our conference
that has consistently paid 100% of its
apportionments in recent times, a tra-
dition begun when Parks Davis was
our district superintendent and con-
tinuing under Gerald Thurman'’s lead-
ership.) Relative to that, Bishop Wat-
son has said, “Even during difficult
economic times, can we even imagine
