Fantasic      

Faith Feat! 
A sincere thank you to St. Paul for allow-
ing us to rent your Mixed Blessings room 

for our Funderful World of Music recitals. This is about the 5th 
year that we have been coming, and have found the space to be 
exactly what we need to accomplish the intimacy we prefer for 
our students’ performances. 
 This year, we had 145 students performing in groups of 
4-11, from Thursday afternoon to Saturday evening. This was an 
unusual and special event for us this year. For the past eight 
weeks, our young students (ranging in age from 4-11) have been 
working to secure sponsors for their practice time each week, to 
raise money for the Liberian Refugees located in Camp Budubu-
ram just outside the capital city of Ghana. This camp was estab-
lished by the United Nations, but in 2007, they pulled out, leaving 
these children and young families with no water, food or means 
of support. The radio personality, Delilah, learned of the desper-
ate situation there, and founded the PointHope organization 
(www.pointhope.org) as a non-profit to raise money and aware-
ness of the dire straits of these people, who were literally starving 
to death. Through a series of events, we were directed to aim our 
practicing efforts toward helping them. 
 The children and families of Funderful World of Music 
have left us in shock, because they were able to raise over 
$16,000 to send to PointHope! Our recitals were a celebration of 
that feat, as well as an affirmation—carried by our concert theme: 
To Africa with Love—that these children are truly reaching their 
hands out to little ones they will never meet, to say, “here is a gift 
of Love from our hearts.” As one little seven year old girl said, 
“This may be our most important recital ever.” Thank you for 
helping us make it just that!
